Graphing a Line with a Point and Slope

If you are given a point and a slope, you can graph a line by following these steps:

1) Graph the point using the ordered pair (x, y)

2) From that point, count the slope (
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) that is given.

3) Draw the point.

4) Repeat (count the slope again and draw another point).

5) Draw the line.
